Scope photographs are absolutely essential in the planning of subsequent
missions. Learn how to use your camera equipment and practice tuning your
radar set until you know the settings which provide the best scope photos,
It's best to take too many rather than too few photegraphs. No photographic
mission was ever a failure as o result of taking tee many pictures. ;
